 As a high end designer exuding global compassion through fashion Danell Lynn believes in the power of art.  Dl-couture is a custom clothing line that believes looking beautiful can also be meaningful.  It specializes in Haute Couture only taking on 13 clients a year, the exclusivity becomes more like a limited edition work of art.  They donate a portion of all custom gown sales to aid those in need, through non-profits Danell has worked for / with.  “Every time our clients wear the handmade garments they are reminded of their commitment to helping children and families less fortunate”

With big city interest and coastal commissions she is moving forward into a life of creative consciousness.  As many others have called her when she moved south “an artistic gem that Flagstaff would miss,” she states the feeling is mutual.  “Without the experiences I had in Flagstaff, without the support of the artistic community…my path less traveled would have been blocked. I am thankful to this city!” She is excited to be sharing the movement of her career with a city that is closest to home for this military dependent, moving every 2 to 3 years.
Dl-couture line is itinerant, as Ms. Lynn travels to her clients all over the world.  Every garment is different; all embellishments are unique to that particular piece of clothing.  She travels the world to find the perfect fabrics for her clients and their garments.  With a love of travel and art dl-couture’s vision blends beautifully.  The gowns for the Global Compassion Ball are made from a fabric trip to China earlier this year gathering the needed silks, taffetas and sheers.
